- Proposal for a Directive on attacks against information systems

• Commission published proposal for a Directive on 

attacks against information systems on 30/09/2010

• based on existing Framework Decision 

2005/222/JHA, but takes into account recent 

developments, especially the criminal use of botnets 

for large-scale attacks.

• Negotiations in the Council (DROIPEN) and the EP 

(LIBE) started in January 2011

• Council conclusions April 2010: COM to draw up feasibility study
for the creation of a European Cybercrime Center

• Internal Security Strategy (November 2011) indicates 2013 as a 
starting date

• Study to indicate 

- where to locate ECC

- precise nature of tasks

• Contract signed, study started, results end 2011/early 2012
